For the third time this year,
NYSUT activists from all over
the state are headed to Albany
to continue to push the union’s
agenda and tell their local sto-
ries to their state representa-

The Committee of 100 —
numbering several hundred
now — came to Albany in
February and March to help
defuse some of the most dire
items in the governor’s execu-
tive budget proposal before the

Legislature negotiated the final budg-

et agreement.

The volunteer lobbyists will be in
Albany May 12 to continue pushing
back on the proposed retirement Tier
5. Thanks to union lobbying, lawmak-
ers did not include a Tier 5 in the
state budget. The plan is still alive as
the legislative session continues. You
will find action letters to lawmakers
on this under Leader Access at
www.rysut.org. Also on the agenda
are anti-bullying “Dignity for All” leg-
islation, green schools initiatives and
legislation to implement a circuit
breaker tax relief program.
